Cut nozzle at a sharp angle slightly wider than the desired bead. Extrude sealant with a sealant gun and tool with a spatula within 5 minutes to spread the sealant against the joint surfaces.


When necessary to produce a neat appearance masking tape is recommended. This should be removed immediately after tooling before skin over forms.


Uncured sealant should be cleaned off non - porous surfaces while in the uncured state.





APPLICATION





All surfaces must be clean, dry, sound, and free from dust, oil, rust, or any other contamination.


Metals should be cleaned with a non-oily solvent. Solvent should be wiped from the surface with a clean dry cloth. Use an alcohol such as White or methylated spirits on glass. 


When used on remedial work all existing sealant must be removed.

STANDARD GLAZING





A thin bead of sealant will tolerate more movement than a thick bead.


Joint width and depth should not less than 4 mm.


 Maximum joint width should not exceed 25 mm. 


Depth should be half the width with a maximum of 10mm.


Polyethylene closed cell foam rod is the recommended back up material to provide the correct depth of joint. 


If the joint is to shallow use a polyethylene tape bond breaker.


 Do not allow the silicone sealant to contact the back of the joint or any staining materials.
